
 

Community Right to Bid – Outline Procedure for Disposals 
 
 

Listed Property 
 
Property is on the list of Assets of 
Community Value 

 

Owner wishes to make a relevant 
disposal 

 

Owner must give notice in writing 

 
 

Update the list to include details of 
the notice received: 
 

• Date notice received 

• Date the initial moratorium 
period ends 

• Date the full moratorium 
period ends 

• Date the protected period 
ends 

 
Publicise the notice in the area 
where the property is situated 
 
Inform the party that made the 
nomination 

6 weeks 
 

Interim 
Moratorium 

Written request to 
be treated as a 
potential bidder 
received  

 

No requests to be 
treated as a 
potential bidder 
are received 

 

Disposal 
 
Owner can dispose of the property 
 
(No further moratorium permitted within the 
protected period) 

Inform Owner 

 

Interested party prepares bid and 
submits it to the owner 

 

Owner decides whether to accept 
bid or accept alternative bid 

 

6 months 
 

Full 
Moratorium 

18 months 
 

Protected 
Period 

Compensation 
 
Owner can request 
compensation for 
delays in disposing of 
the property during the 
interim or full 
moratorium. 
 
Owner may also 
request compensation 
for reasonable legal 
expenses incurred in a 
successful appeal to 
the First Tier Tribunal 
against the decision to 
list the land, refusal to 
pay compensation or 
dispute over the 
amount of 
compensation offered 

13 weeks 
from loss 

If requested, 
compensation decision 
must be reviewed 8 weeks 

Owner can request 
review of decision  8 weeks 

Owner can appeal to 
First Tier Tribunal  
Against the review 
decision
